– – 2 Corinthians 12:1-2 NASB [1] Boasting is necessary, though it is not profitable; but I will go on to visions and revelations of the Lord. [2] I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago-whether in the body I do not know, or out of the body I do not know, God knows-such a man was caught up to the third heaven.

– – Paul described his lifestyle as someone whose "ways were in Christ." 

1 Corinthians 4:16-17 NASB [16] Therefore I exhort you, be imitators of me. [17] For this reason I have sent to you Timothy, who is my beloved and faithful child in the Lord, and he will remind you of my ways which are in Christ, just as I teach everywhere in every church.

– – if you were to ask the question of Timothy "what is Paul like," he would have answered his ways are in Christ

– – Paul said that when he spoke he spoke in Christ – 2 Corinthians 2:17; 13:3

– – Paul believe when he was imprisoned for two years in Rome that he was a prisoner in Christ – Ephesians 4:1

– – Paul even believe that if you were a slave you are free if you are in Christ – 1 Corinthians 7:22

– – Paul believed that no matter what happened he was always being led in triumph in Christ – 2 Corinthians 2:14

– – Take a glimpse of Paul's perspective of reality as someone In Christ from what he says in Romans 16
